Taizé is a small village in eastern France. For over 50 years, 
it has been the home of a Christian monastic community 
made up of brothers from many different countries, 
speaking many different languages and, uniquely, belonging 
to several different Christian denominations. Catholics, 
Anglicans, Protestants, Orthodox and others live and pray 
together, share a simple life and welcome the tens of 
thousands of visitors who come to spend time with them 
every year from all over the world.

From Psalm 97

From Isaiah chapter 49 
 

Listen to me, O coastlands, pay attention, you 
peoples from far away! The Lord called me before 
I was born, while I was in my mother’s womb he 

named me. He made my mouth like a sharp sword, 
in the shadow of his hand he hid me; he made me 
a polished arrow, in his quiver he hid me away. 

And he said to me, ‘You are my servant, Israel, in 
whom I will be glorified.’ […] And now the Lord 

says, who formed me in the womb to be his 
servant, to bring Jacob back to him, and that 
Israel might be gathered to him, […] ‘It is too 
light a thing that you should be my servant to 
raise up the tribes of Jacob and to restore the 

survivors of Israel; I will give you as a light to the 
nations, that my salvation may reach to the end of

A reading from John chapter 4 
 

A Samaritan woman came to draw water, and 
Jesus said to her, ‘Give me a drink’. [...] The 

Samaritan woman said to him, ‘How is it that you, 
a Jew, ask a drink of me, a woman of Samaria?’ 
[...] Jesus answered her, ‘If you knew the gift of 

God, and who it is that is saying to you, “Give me 
a drink”, you would have asked him, and he 

would have given you living water.’ The woman 
said to him, ‘Sir, you have no bucket, and the well 
is deep. Where do you get that living water? [...] 
Jesus said to her, ‘Everyone who drinks of this 

water will be thirsty again, but those who drink of 
the water that I will give them will never be 
thirsty. […] The woman said to him, ‘Our 

ancestors worshipped on this mountain, but you 
say that the place where people must worship is in 
Jerusalem.’ Jesus said to her, […] ‘You worship 

what you do not know; we worship what we know, 
for salvation is from the Jews. But the hour is 

coming, and is now here, when the true 
worshippers will worship the Father in spirit and 
truth […]. God is spirit, and those who worship 

him must worship in spirit and truth.’ The woman 
said to him, ‘I know that Messiah is coming’ […]. 

‘When he comes, he will proclaim all things to 
us.’ Jesus said to her, ‘I am he.’
