Please feel free to sit quietly or to join 
in as you feel most comfortable. We will be 
following a pattern based on the worship of the 
Taizé Community, one of whose aims has always 
been to make Christian worship as simple and 
uncluttered as possible.  
 
Taizé is a small village in eastern France. For almost 70 
years, it has been the home of a Christian monastic 
community made up of brothers from many different 
countries, speaking many different languages and, uniquely, 
belonging to several different Christian denominations. 
Catholics, Anglicans, Protestants, Orthodox and others live 
and pray together, share a simple life and welcome the tens 
of thousands of visitors who come to spend time with them 
every year from all over the world.  
 
The numbers refer to the orange booklet of Taizé 
Chants which you received as you joined us. This

ourselves and from whose loving presence we can never be 
separated.

 Now Thomas, one of the Twelve, was not with the 
disciples when Jesus [appeared to them after His 

resurrection].  So the other disciples told him, 
“We have seen the Lord!” But he said to them, 

“Unless I see the nail marks in his hands and put 
my finger where the nails were, and put my hand 

into his side, I will not believe.” 
 

A week later his disciples were in the house again, 
and Thomas was with them. Though the doors 

were locked, Jesus came and stood among them 
and said, “Peace be with you!”  Then he said to 
Thomas, “Put your finger here; see my hands. 

Reach out your hand and put it into my side. Stop 
doubting and believe.”  Thomas said to him, “My 

Lord and my God!”  Then Jesus told him, 
“Because you have seen me, you have believed; 

blessed are those who have not seen and yet have 
believed.”

Praise be to the God and Father of our Lord 
Jesus Christ! In his great mercy he has given us 

new birth into a living hope through the

fade. This inheritance is kept in heaven for you, 
who through faith are shielded by God’s power 
until the coming of the salvation that is ready to 

be revealed in the last time. In all this you greatly 
rejoice, though now for a little while you may 

have had to suffer grief in all kinds of trials. These 
have come so that the proven genuineness of your 
faith—of greater worth than gold, which perishes 
even though refined by fire—may result in praise, 
glory and honor when Jesus Christ is revealed.  

Though you have not seen him, you love him; and 
even though you do not see him now, you believe 
in him and are filled with an inexpressible and 

glorious joy, for you are receiving the end result 
of your faith, the salvation of your souls.
